











English - Roald Dahl’s Boy – Autobiographical writing


Science - What Am I Made Of?: Cells & Reproduction


ICT - PowerPoint Quiz: students create an interactive quiz about themselves (including questions raised from other curriculum areas)


MFL - Describing self: Students describe their own and their family’s physical appearance.  


Music - Self-expression: students learn self-expression through creative composition


DT - Graphics Project – Students design and make a leaflet dispenser based on their themselves. Could possibly include aspects of their interests, hobbies and experiences gathered from across the curriculum (ie. a photo of their self-portrait from Art, an extract from their Autobiographical writing in English, etc.)

FOCUS





The aim of this module is to give students the opportunity to learn about themselves and share this information with others. The individual student and their experiences form the basis for all lessons – it’s all about “Me”. This journey allows students to learn about their mind, their body, their personal history and their immediate environment.


The key questions for this unit are: Who am I?  What makes me unique?  What shapes who I am - my genes, my experiences or my environment?

When planning, work to embed literacy and numeracy starters into lessons and allow for plenaries which recap on skills learnt and developed and links made with other subjects. HOW HAVE THE STUDENTS MADE PROGRESS TODAY?





TOOLS OF THE TRADE (week 1 and 2)


Folders and Passports (front covers) – explain about how assessment will be tracked and how we will use the passport for analysis, key words, tracking etc… 	


Tools of the Trade: The Formal elements  – learn about a selection of the formal elements and learning about how a range of materials can be used. EHT has a resource. 			








THE NATURE OF MAN: SELF PORTRAITS (week 3 - 7) (Explore and Develop)


Introduction to self-portraits. Understand the rule of halves in order to draw a self-portrait in proportion– sketching a rough version today and then adding some detail. Give short written feedback on this before next week so students can improve and show progress. 


 Learn how to closely observe the proportions in their face, neck, hair and shoulders. 


 Learn how to draw and carefully observe details in the face and clothes – focussing on accuracy. 	Give out ELT – explain and show examples.


Learn how to add tone to their self-portrait – trying to achieve at least 7 tones in their drawing and learning how to carefully add pencil shading to make their drawing look more 3-dimentional.

The main focus this term for the skills levels is on: RESILIENCE (see marking descriptors in   booklet or on SABER): “You do not give up easily.  You know how to celebrate your successes but also how to persevere when learning is difficult. You are willing to learn how to manage your feelings and reactions so they help rather than hinder your learning…”




















Artist references when exploring the Formal elements in Tools of the Trade. 


Refer to artists’ work when exploring how to apply tone in a variety of ways – Durer (gradual pressure), Seurat (pointillism), Rembrandt (cross hatching)





It is good for students to concentrate and research into one artist’s work (perhaps for an Extended Learning Task). Try and give the opportunity for students to go into DEPTH WHEN COMMENTING ON OTHER’S WORK and to think about CONTEXT. The opportunity to ANALYSE OTHER’S AND THEIR OWN WORK could enable level 6+ thinking and learning.

Portrait is very detailed and sensitively drawn with tone and detail. The information collected is detailed and presented in a way that shows a very good understanding





LEVEL 7


Portrait is extremely detailed and shows an excellent understanding of the materials used. Student has gone above and beyond in research and collecting ideas. 





LEVEL 2


Portrait that is inaccurate and not in proportion.

OPEN ENDED ELT (self/peer assess): Self-portrait collage collecting images that they associate with themselves, family, friends, pets, animals and interests








Level 7+ ideas











Extend research piece into their own artist-based piece of work. 


Have evidence of a passionate interest in artists’ work through research.


Using the materials in creative and innovative ways. 


Open- ended ELTs that allows for innovative use of materials and ideas – talk about making strong links with artists’ work. 


Very little intervention from the teacher in creating a skilful and beautiful piece.
