








English: A Tempest of Family values: The tempest - father and daughter - the daughter wants to marry a young man but the father won’t allow it – Students will study the interaction between Caliban and Prospero. How values are the origin of the conflict. How would they react by comparison?


DT: RM: Values and my family home design and make a wind generator – looking at their homes and the impact on their family Food: Family favourites - what do we value in food? Design, make and modify recipes – How to modify family favourites suitable for the chosen target audience exploring the use of different ingredients.


- Textiles: How can a figure represent my values? Design and make an ugly doll – students can design an ugly doll based on the Vanitas genre.


History: Values within the Tudor family: Following on from Term 1 the focus will be on the monarchy and the study of Henry VIII, wives and children. Focus will be on how the Henry’s action affected the monarchy and the Church through his children’s reigns - Edward, Mary and Elizabeth.


ICT: Using Graphic software to represent family values: You will learn how to use computer graphic software to create your own striking graphics in a variety of styles using a range of manipulation techniques. Students will aim to develop software skills to be able to enhance family photographs and to create their own electronic Vanitas.

FOCUS

VANITAS, SYMBOLISM and FAMILY VALUES  (week 1-7) (Exploring and Developing work) (Investigate and Make)





Discuss the designs of Family Crests and Coats of Arms as a group (particularly 


Tudor Coats of Arms) – analyse the symbols in each design – what were they there 


to symbolise and represent about the families.  Produce an analysis research page 


in their folders. 


Self / Peer assess the LARGE ELT from term 1 – a self-portrait containing symbols 


and a powerful Tudor stance. Share the work as a group and fill in an accompanying 


sheet to record the piece in their folders. 


Begin to design and make your own family’s Coat of Arms. Start by sketching rough shapes 


and initial parts of a design on paper – cut it out of cardboard and begin to build up 


some detail. Take the initial rough design home to complete this week so that it is ready 


for next week. 


Construct the cardboard details of your family’s Coat of Arms. Build up cardboard details 


and begin to add colour if appropriate. 


Produce an observational drawing of an object that could be a part of your Coat of Arms 


design – perhaps a Vanitas style object like a skull or globe or book?


Manage your time carefully in order to complete the detail and colour in your Coat of Arms 


cardboard relief. Constructing, painting, drawing etc. 


Evaluate your work over the last two terms – what have you learnt, what problems have you 


encountered and what are you proud of. Complete an evaluation that can accompany a photo


of your cardboard, relief Coat of Arms.

LEVEL 3


Used a variety of materials that are appropriate to intentions but not in a particularly skilful way. Little to no symbolic meaning in writing. 





LEVEL 4


Materials are used together in a way that shows understanding. Work can be improved and adapted. Links objects to a symbolic meaning in a basic way. 





LEVEL 5


Materials are manipulated skilfully and realise intentions. Started to refine work and can evaluate it too. Objects are linked to symbolic meaning with explanation of HOW.
