KEY LINKS TO OTHE SUBJECTS (see Year 7 overview in this booklet)














All subjects are Genius themed for this term but these are some particularly key links – 


Maths - History of Number: Where did number come from? Great Mathematicians,  Fibonacci Sequences�Fraction / decimals / % / ratio


Science - Scientific Developments and Inventions: looking at key development (ie. immunisation, the microscope, telescope) and the context / people that inspired them. Electricity, light (Eddison, Jenner, Galileo)


Geography - I feel electric!: Michael Faraday, Electricity production, benefits of electricity, impact on quality of life.�Consider life without electricity. Costs of electricity: Fossil fuels depletion / acid rain / global warming 

















The aim of this module is to give students the opportunity to investigate key figures in history that have had a major impact on the world and their respective fields. Students will explore how has their genius shaped our world and inspired our lives today. They will examine the past in relation to the present. 


Module Questions: -Who has had a major impact on my world?  -What makes their achievement so special?  -How has their genius inspired my life today?  -How have the events of the past shaped my world?� 


St. John’s Skills: Research (from Information Skills): to support students in developing their awareness of the past, Leadership (from People Skills): to help students learn what qualities made these people so special, Risk Taking (from Situation Skills): to help recognise how these people took risks in order to innovate

THE GENIUS OF LEONARDO DA VINCI  (week 1-6)





Learn about the life and work of Leonardo Da Vinci – use powerpoint that we have made to give Bigger Picture of the whole project. Resource sheet of missing words etc. 





Gain a better understanding of the artist Leonardo Da Vinci – present a research page all about his life and work. This week in particular focussing on his Art work. 





Gain a better understanding of the inventor and scientist Leonardo Da Vinci – continue the research page by focussing on his inventions and how they have inspired inventions we have used today – FOCUS ON FLIGHT AND FLYING MACHINES





Gather our own ideas, to design our own inventions. Come up with designs for an attachment to the body (hat/shoes/backpack) that would make you FLY!





Learn how to annotate your own work and further develop ideas for your invention. 


Continue to design ideas for inventions. Annotate designs using backwards writing (use 


mirrors) to link to Da Vinci!





Learn how to reflect on your work so that you can develop work further – Come up with a final design for the invention that you are going to make and plan for what you will need to bring in to make/decorate it. GIVE OUT LARGE ELT TO BEGIN OVER HALF TERM





ANALYSIS

















Artists and designers who have invented! Leonardo Da Vinci as the main link to the fantasy inventions as many of his designs were ever brought into production. Mad inventions like Jean Tinguley and sculptors like Nicki De Saint Phalle could influence decoration and other ideas. May also refer to modern inventors such as James Dyson etc. 





Try and give the opportunity for students to go into DEPTH WHEN COMMENTING ON OTHER’S WORK and to think about CONTEXT (for Level 7). The opportunity to ANALYSE OTHERS’ AND THEIR OWN WORK could enable level 7+ thinking and learning – in research tasks perhaps?

LEVEL 6


Confident link made to Da Vinci’s work – visual and written. Research is thorough and drawings are refined. Designs are imaginative and reflected upon. 


 











LEVEL 7


Strong, confident and perhaps unusual link made to Da Vinci’s work. Work is refined and high quality. Ideas are extended in class or at home in a creative manner.  


 





LEVEL 2


There is a very minimal understanding of Da Vinci’s work. Invention designs are copies and not own ideas.
