KEY LINKS TO OTHE SUBJECTS (see Year 8 overview in this booklet)














Drama: Breaking the Culture of Slavery Students will use a variety of drama techniques to explore the dilemmas faced by Harriet Tubman and slaves fleeing to the North during slavery in the United States in the 1800’s. Students


will explore the notion of, and the historical cost of, “freedom/ personal freedom” as they engage with their


classmates through a variety of storytelling techniques.


History: Breaking the Chains in a Culture of Slavery: Following on from term 3 the examination of the British Empire and growth of Slavery. To develop an understanding of the Triangular trade, the Middle Passage and life of


Slaves. To study key individuals in their quest to abolish Slavery like Olaudah Equiano. Thomas Clarkson and


William Wilberforce. Students will design speeches and pamphlets to celebrate Black Culture. 


Music: Cultural Celebration through Musical fusions – learning how when two or more different culture’s mix together, musical fusions develop. Examples of this are Salsa, Samba, Jazz, Bhangra and Hip Hop. Samba





When planning, work to embed literacy and numeracy starters into lessons and allow for plenaries which recap on skills learnt and developed and links made with other subjects. HOW HAVE THE STUDENTS MADE PROGRESS TODAY?





Developing the idea of composite images we would then start to focus on the work of Romare Bearden – who made collages of black people in the 1920s-40s. (some were depicting the darker side of black society in America at that time, some were in celebration of the Blues music developed from that oppression– Student then create collages in response to either modern day slavery (around the world – this is quite nice to put it in a Modern context) or in response to poetry or a piece of Blues music. This focus, although looking at the dark issue of slavery, would be about how, by creating artwork, slaves were able to ‘Free’ themselves. 





INTRODUCTION to ROMARE BEARDEN’S WORK (Explore and Develop)	





Introduce the work of Romare Bearden – what inspired it? How does it link to slavery and 


African American Culture? Listen to some Blues music in this first lesson and create abstract 


visual, colour, pattern responses to the music. Perhaps use images of modern day slavery 


to inspire the images too. 


Manipulate both the initial work from last week and the colour/pattern work produced last 


Term into a composite image. 





(Investigate and Make) (Evaluating and Developing work) 





Develop the composite image from last week involving some tonal drawing – taking a part 


of the image to turn into an observational drawing


Complete the tonal drawing and composite Romare Bearden style image this week. 


Complete your composite image – add text perhaps too. 


Evaluate your work – what have you learnt? 





You may like to make clay tiles instead of a collaged image – still inspired by the music and Bearden’s work but using different materials. 


Another good artist to look at is Stuart Davis (who was inspired by Jazz music at later dates)











FOCUS





Module Overview: Students will be studying examples in the past of when others have found the common ground in their


values and beliefs. They will see how acceptance of other differences enabled cultural resolution and even cultural


celebration and harmony. Students will study how each subject is universal and see examples of how it has been used as a


tool for cohesion in the past and present.





Module Questions: How can a study of my subjects allow others to overcome cultural conflicts? How has this subject


aided in the creation of a multicultural society which values difference? How do people celebrate their cultures?

ANALYSIS














Primarily exploring the work of Romare Bearden – artist who was heavily inspired by black culture and blues music for his collages and paintings. This can link also to the quilt images explored in term 3 too. 


Could also look at artist, Stuart Davis who was inspired by Jazz music for his colourful paintings. 





Try and give the opportunity for students to go into DEPTH WHEN COMMENTING ON OTHER’S WORK and to think about CONTEXT (for Level 7). The opportunity to ANALYSE OTHERS’ AND THEIR OWN WORK could enable level 7+ thinking and learning.
