When planning, work to embed literacy and numeracy starters into lessons and allow for plenaries which recap on skills learnt and developed and links made with other subjects. HOW HAVE THE STUDENTS MADE PROGRESS TODAY?





PAPER MAKING AND RECYCLING (Explore and Develop) (Investigating and Making)


This project is linked heavily to what the students are studying in Science and will lead carefully into the 6th unit this year – based around the forest/ deforestation/ recycling. We have a heavy focus on recycling and making paper out of these recycled materials.  





	Explore the work of artists who use recycled/handmade paper in their work. 


Discuss how paper is used by artists in unusual ways – not just for drawing on. Look at artists who make artist books and who make their own work from recycled paper. Students analyse their work – use recycled paper to work on?  


Create paper by recycling and reusing paper around the art room in a creative manner – collage. Students create new sheets of paper using several materials from around the art room (tissue/ old print offs/ bits of coloured paper etc). Papers are layered and stuck down to create new paper on plastic wallets.   


Create paper by recycling and reusing paper around the art room in a creative manner – weaving. Students create new sheets of paper using paper from around the art room (tissue, old coloured paper, old print offs etc). Weaving thin bits of paper together in different ways and gluing down to secure.


Create NEW paper by recycling old paper in a creative manner – paper pulp. Students create new sheets of paper using paper pulp and embedding a variety of other things into the pulp to create texture/ add colour. 


Create a sketchbook from your made paper – perhaps use in term 6 or fill as an ELT with Natural forms. 


To reflect on the success of each paper making process and evaluate how work could be improved. Students evaluate the process of paper making and choose their favourite process to make a final sheet of paper – refining their skills.

FOCUS





The aim of this module is to explore Man’s relationship with man. We will look at how people have gained Power and the tools, tricks and resources applied currently. There will be a focus on the power of education, knowledge and the mastering of technology; the impacts, globally, nationally and locally; and the use and abuse of Power by Humans.


Module Questions: the key questions guiding us through this module are: -How do people use / abuse power?  -What different forms of power are there?  - How does this impact on my world?  -How could I use my power to greater effect?


St. John’s Skills: Morals, Ethics and Social Justice (from Citizenship Skills): students to explore the ethics which govern peoples’ behaviour, Awareness (from Information Skills): students explore concepts, ideas and information which are of global significance, Conflict Resolution (from People Skills): students recognise the issues we currently face in our Global society








KEY LINKS TO OTHE SUBJECTS (see Year 7 overview in this booklet)











All subjects are Global, human issues-themed for this term but these are some particularly key links – 


Science – Exploring how paper is made from the beginning of the process (wood/ plants) and how humans are involved in this process. Exploring how papers can be used with chemicals such as bleach to produce what we use every day. Exploring how paper is used to test for acids/alkalis etc





Geography – globalisation and human impact on the planet and each other.

Perhaps focus on Art of developing countries and how they create and make paper (African Elephant dung paper). Also focussing on artists for inspiration who make their own handmade paper and who explore making and using artist books/ sketchbooks (what we are going to do in term 6)





Try and give the opportunity for students to go into DEPTH WHEN COMMENTING ON OTHER’S WORK and to think about CONTEXT (for Level 7). The opportunity to ANALYSE OTHERS’ AND THEIR OWN WORK could enable level 7+ thinking and learning – in research tasks perhaps?

Realise ideas through the refined and creative use of materials to make paper. There is a high level of skill and understanding of the processes and evidence of independent research into artists who make and use paper.

Ideas are explored but very minimally with little or no collecting. Materials are used with very little skill.
